3. All  competitors  must  be  members  of  clubs  affiliated  to  Provincial, Country  District or other Associations that are affiliated to B S A.

4. All competitors must complete an entry form in full.

5. B S A ruling states that all entry fees must accompany entry forms.   

6. ENTRY FORMS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED IF NOT ACCOMPANIED BY FEES.  NO TELEPHONIC OR LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.  
7. Players entering doubles events must specify the name of their partner. If a partner is required, mark “Partner Required” in the appropriate block whereupon the Tournaments Committee will attempt to arrange a partner, no guarantees.

8. All players must report to the control desk immediately upon arrival at the venue. Player not present when called upon to play will be scratched without refund of entry fee.

9. Any player who is unable to be present at the official  starting  time  should  advise same on their entry form and state the earliest  time  they  can  be  present.   Likewise any “last minute” delays should be made known to the Tournaments Committee.

10. Losers of matches must be prepared to umpire the following match, if requested.

11. The Tournament Referee, in conjunction with the Committee, shall have the right to take any disciplinary action they may deem necessary against a player or players for misbehavior or mis- conduct during play.
